Land surveyors, developers or other people creating new roads in plans of subdivision can use this template to provide information about the origins of the new road name to the Responsible Authority (the local council). The Responsible Authority will be required to enter this information in SPEAR as part of the new street address allocation process for new roads. 
All new road names must comply with the Geographic Place Names Act 1998 and the current naming rules for places in Victoria.
