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Vicmap Special Bulletin – Vicmap Transport improvements
Vicmap is making improvements to data. These improvements will consolidate key information from data custodians and ensure Vicmap Transport continues to provide trusted, authoritative road information across all land tenures. 
The following works have now begun:
DTP Managed Roads (Declared Roads) dataset – change of source
The DTP Managed Roads dataset (also known as the Declared Roads dataset) will transition to being sourced from the Vicmap Transport (TR_ROAD) layer. Declared road attributes will be incorporated into TR_ROAD, which will serve as the new source for the DTP Managed Roads dataset view. 
To ease this transition, the current Vicmap Transport data model will be modified. A new dataset view will be created to ensure there is limited impact to users of DTP Managed Roads/Declared Roads data. 
The transition will bring together declared road information with Vicmap's weekly update cycle. This will help to keep it current and consistent with other Vicmap datasets. It will also provide greater consistency by maintaining declared roads attributes within the broader Vicmap Transport data model. This will reduce duplication and simplify data access for users through a single authoritative source.
Technical communications about this transition will be sent via Vicmap Change Advisory Notices. This work is due for completion by June 2026.
Local Roads Data Reconciliation
Vicmap has partnered with the Department of Government Services (DGS) to work with Local Government Authorities (LGA) across Victoria over the next 3 years and reconcile Vicmap Transport road representations against LGA road registers for road classifications:
3 (Sub-arterial)
4 (Collector)
5 (Access Major)
6 (Access Minor).
This will verify and correct key attributes including:
road names
road types
road classifications
road surface (seal) types
road urban and rural status
road ownership, including responsible and coordinating authorities.
The Local Roads Data Reconciliation project is planned for completion by June 2029.
Benefits of improvements
The outcome of these projects will be a single, accurate, statewide register of road authority data that is sourced from the councils responsible for managing municipal roads. This will resolve inconsistencies and uplift the data quality across the road network.
LGAs will receive more information about these improvements from the Victorian Local Government Grants Commission. The project will iteratively enhance roads data across all 79 councils to improve the accuracy and completeness of Vicmap Transport. These improvements will support enhanced asset management, planning, and informed decision making. 
These initiatives strengthen the Department of Transport and Planning’s commitment to best practice in data management. This includes reducing data duplication and double handling, reinforcing Vicmap Transport’s position as the point of truth for spatial information for roads in Victoria.
